If you call in before 8:45am, then you may be offered a makeup session for your missed session on another day. Maximum of 2 make up sessions per term only and these do not roll over.


MORNING TEAS/LUNCHES

All centres are unable to open their doors before 9am, due to our insurance, which does not cover �us until this time. Staff are in early to set up the program, so please give them this time.
